Entries are to be submitted in either:

a. Open Classes - Adults

b. Junior Classes - 16 Years Old or Younger

Age as of January 1, 2005, will be used for age determination.

Entries must be submitted in the name of the spinner and spun within the year.

HAND SPINNING is done on a spinning wheel, either foot or hand controlled, or on a hand spindle.
Skein should be at least 2 oz. in weight and should have a circumference of 1¥2-2 yards, and be
neatly wound and tied.

1 All yarn should be washed thoroughly, dried and re-skeined before being submitted for judging.
When setting twist, care should be taken to weight or block evenly.

Sheep breed, if known, or fiber, method of preparation, and intended use must be indicated for
each skein.

Articles made from handspun yarns must be constructed by the spinner and made entirely from
yarn spun by that person.
